Early this morning my 9 year old daughter, Rainbow, came into our room pouncing on our bed with a note in her hand.  With sleep still in our eyes my wife read the short note.  It turned out to be a note from our 14 year old son, Matthew, thanking her for making his bed Friday.  

Matthew had gone to bed sick Thursday night and woke up Friday morning no better than when he had gone to bed.  He spent the day laying on the couch waiting for his healing.  Without telling anyone Rainbow had snuck into his bedroom and made his bed for him before I took her to school.  Without telling anyone she just wanted to be kind to her older brother because he was ill.  That unexpected thank you note from her brother was worth more to her than a trip to Disneyland.
Without realizing it my daughter was living out the biblical principle of giving and receiving.  Jesus said in Luke 6:38, “Give, and it will be given to you. A good measure, pressed down, shaken together and running over, will be poured into your lap. For with the measure you use, it will be measured to you."  She had given kindness to her brother and received a note of gratitude that is priceless to her.  I would encourage you to continue doing great acts of kindness for others because God will repay you for whatever you have given.
