Last night’s adult Bible study was fantastic.  It was one of those nights that only the Holy Spirit could direct.  We started out with the second point on our workbook, “Your Speech, Your Heart, and Your Legacy” but quickly moved to an unplanned topic.  The topic can best be described as “How to Enjoy Just Being Who You Are in Christ”.

One of the students asked a question as we started which quickly evolved into a 45 minute answer that took us all over the New Testament.
