Sunday following service we held our first Act of Kindness Blitz at the Des Peres park.  It was a great evangelistic outreach that will prove to produce much fruit for the kingdom of God. One of the answers received was the Act of Kindness evangelism outreach – giving bottles of waters with our own special labels on them to people in our community.

As your pastor I want to thank you for your willingness to give financially, prayerfully, and for those of you who handed out the bottles of waters.  God has called us this year to evangelism at a new level and your willingness to answer this call has encouraged me as we reach souls for Christ.  Nothing matters in this life more than knowing Jesus as our Savior!  Everything else in life is a secondary issue when compared to the giving of our lives to Christ.
