In Grand Rapids, MI a man robbed a store of $300.00 worth of hunting knives.  The thief did this by packing the knives into his waistband and just walking out the door.  I am sure that at the time it seemed like the perfect way to get away with this theft.  Had everything gone as this shoplifter hoped they would you and I would never have known what had happened next.

It seems that on his way out of the store from which he had stolen these knives by hiding them in his waistband he tripped.  Falling can be painful on its own.  The level of pain is obviously increased when the knives you are trying to shoplift stab you in the abdomen.  In a moment’s time what had seemed to be a great idea suddenly, and painfully, became revealed as a very bad idea.  The shoplifter received medical attention and was charged for his crime.
Twice in the book of Proverbs (14:12 and 16:25) God reminds us through Solomon that “There is a way that seems right to a man, but in the end it leads to death.”  God has given each of us our lives and the opportunity to respond to His offer of salvation.  It seems right to many that they should ignore the God who offers them this great gift.  If they continue in this “way that seems right” it will result in eternal death.
