Hello,
I had my eyes checked.  I realize that you are thinking just what I was thinking when the topic of having my eyes checked came up – “You’re way too young to have your eyes checked.”  Thank you for that vote of confidence.  However, after a discussion with my beautiful wife I ended up agreeing to have them checked and followed through with the appointment.

While talking with the eye doctor she asked me, “Why are you here today?”  To which I responded, “I don’t need glasses.  I am here to satisfy my wife.”  We both laughed a little and she started the test.  

The long and short of the whole matter is that I will now be getting a set of reading glasses.  It turns out that what I thought was true about my eye sight was in fact flawed.  All this time I have been going through life thinking one thing about my vision and found out that what I thought was true was really a lie.  I need reading glasses. (I know - you think I’ll look stunning and distinguished in them.  Thank you so much).
What does this have to do with spiritual things?  I am so glad you asked.  Jesus said in Matthew 7:1-5, “Do not judge so that you will not be judged.  For in the way you judge, you will be judged; and by your standard of measure, it will be measured to you.  Why do you look at the speck that is in your brother's eye, but do not notice the log that is in your own eye?  Or how can you say to your brother, 'Let me take the speck out of your eye,' and behold, the log is in your own eye?  You hypocrite, first take the log out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to take the speck out of your brother's eye.”
The truth is that we often live with “logs” in our eyes.  These "logs" make it hard for us to see clearly and may even make us more judgmental of others.  .  You could say that we fail to see clearly because no one has shown us how bad our sight truly is.  Our relationship with Jesus isn’t about a one-time conversion to following Him but a lifestyle of growth and change.  When is the last time you took a moment to ask God to show you the “log” in your eye?  This could be a week of seeing better than you’ve ever seen before.  Why not make an appointment through prayer with the Great Physician? (Luke 4:23)
