They started cooking some hotdogs in their 26 foot trailer, stepped outside, and after a few minutes heard a crackling noise.  When they opened the door of the trailer to check on the sound a back draft effect took place and within minutes their entire trailer was destroyed by fire.

While these guys did suffer the loss of the trailer and the end of their vacation trip that is all they lost.  No one wants to imagine what would have happened if one or both of these men had been asleep in the trailer when the fire started.  This reminds me of the fact that we never know what is going to happen on any given day.  We all plan for the future (some of us even save for the future) but we are not promised the future.  What we are promised is today – right now.  Rather than put off telling someone you love them or you are proud of them why not do it now?  Rather than put off doing something good for someone why not do it now?  Rather than put off serving God with your whole life why not do it now?
