It is amazing how one word changes the entire meaning of a sentence.  The other day my church email address, pastorsteve@praiseag.com, was messed up again.  I could send emails but could not receive them (an issue which still remains unresolved ).  I sent out an email to everyone on my list from that address stating the problem and that I hoped the webhosting company would fix it soon.  I wanted to write, “sorry for the inconvenience” but wrote “sorry for the incontinence” instead.  Needless to say, I have not heard the end of that one!  The only real redeeming quality about the whole mess is the number of people who received a much  needed laugh at work or after a hard day.

After being glad I couldn’t receive responses to that email because of the problem I began thinking about how much value there is in choosing the right word for a sentence.  For example, consider 1 Timothy 2:3-4, “This is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, who desires all men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth.”  What if the writer had put “desires SOME men” in place of “desires ALL men” to be saved.  Can you imagine the heartbreak of knowing that God only wanted some of us sinners to be saved?  How hopeless many of us would be if God only wanted some of us rather than all of us?
Those of you who have been saved through faith in Jesus Christ may want to take some time today and simply thank Him for the word “all” is in this passage in place of the word “some”.  Those of you who have not yet given your lives to Jesus Christ may want to consider again His great offer of true life to “all” of us who accept Him as Lord of our lives.
