Blessings That Are Exclusive To Christians

The purpose of this incredibly simple outline is to remind you of a few of the basic blessings God gives to all Christians.  Please note that only the New Testament is used here - and not all of it.  It is likely that as you read through these you will be reminded of the hundreds of verses that are not listed here.  It is valuable to remember that on your worst day as a Christian you have blessings that unbelievers do not have on the best day of their life.  Every Christian is truly blessed beyond measure.

Only Christians Are Blessed To Be Saved

Christians are blessed to have been justified and redeemed (Romans. 3:21-26)

b.
Christians are blessed to have their old selves crucified with Christ, and are no longer slaves to sin (Romans 6:1-7)

c.
Christians are blessed to no longer be condemned (Romans 8:1-4)

d.
Christians are blessed to be new creatures in Christ (2 Corinthians 5:17-19)

e.
Christians are blessed to have become the righteousness of God in Christ (2 Corinthians 5:21)

f.
Christians are blessed to be free in Christ (Galatians 5:1)

g.
Christians are blessed to have been redeemed and forgiven by the grace of God (Ephesians 1:7-8)

2.
Christians are blessed to be in a living relationship with God

a.
Christians are blessed to be children of God (John 1:12-13)

b.
Christians are blessed to no longer be slaves, but children and heirs (Galatians 4:1-7)

c.
Christians are blessed to be fellow heirs with Christ (Romans 8:14-17)

d.
Christians are blessed to have wisdom, righteousness, sanctification, and redemption in Jesus (1 Corinthians 1:30-31)

e.
Christians are blessed to be friends of Jesus (John 15:12-15)

f.
Christians are blessed to have been brought near to God (Ephesians 2:12-15)

3.
Christians are blessed to worked on by God while being co-workers with God

a.
Christians are blessed to be lead by God in the triumph and knowledge of Christ (2 Corinthians 2:14-16)

b.
Christians are blessed to be God's workmanship created to produce good works (Ephesians 2:10)

c.
Christians are blessed to be member of Christ's body and partakers of His promise (Ephesians 3:6; 1 Corinthians 12:12-27)

d.
Christians are blessed to live out righteous and holy lives (Ephesians 4:17-24)

4.
Christians are blessed to be in the community of faith

Christians are blessed to be branches of the true vine, and conduits of Christ's life (John 15:1-5)

b.
Christians are blessed to be accepted by Christ (Romans 15:7)

c.
Christians are called to be saints (1 Corinthians 1:2; Ephesians 1:1; Philippians 1:1; Colossians 1:2)

d.
Christians are blessed to have been made one with all who are in Christ (Galatians 4:7)

e.
Christians are blessed to be alive with Christ because of God's mercy (Ephesians 2:4-5)

f.
Christians are blessed with the knowledge that we have been chosen for salvation (1 Thessalonians 1:4)

5.
Christians are blessed with courage for this life and the life to come

a.
Christians are blessed to have our minds freed (2 Corinthians 3:14-17)

b.
Christians are blessed with every spiritual blessing (Ephesians 1:3)

c.
Christians are blessed to know we have been predestined to obtain salvation (Ephesians 1:11)

d.
Christians are blessed to be sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise (Ephesians 1:13-14)

e.
Christians are blessed to be seated with Christ (Ephesians 2:6-7)  

f.
Christians are blessed with boldness before God (Ephesians 3:11-13)

g.
Christians are blessed with peace (Philippians 4:7)

h.
Christians are blessed to have God supply their needs (Philippians 4:19)

i.
Christians are blessed to have their lives hidden in God (Colossians 3:1-3)

j.
Christians are blessed to know they will one day be complete (Colossians 3:4)
