Does God Heal Or Not?
Divine healing is an integral part of the gospel.  Deliverance from sickness is provided for in the Atonement, and is the privilege of all believers (Isaiah 53:4-5; Matthew 8:14-17;  James 5:14-16). – Assemblies of God statement of faith
1) Divine Healing Is An Integral Part Of The Gospel

a. Read Matthew 8:14-17

b. Divine healing is not a part of the gospel that used to be true but somehow is no longer needed

c. The book of Acts shows well the connection between the gospel message and physical healing through the ministry of the church

2) Deliverance From Sickness Is Provided For In The Atonement

a. Read Isaiah 53:4-5

b. The atonement if foremost for the salvation of the person from their sins

c. The atonement secondarily includes the salvation or the person from sicknesses

i. v. 4 – sorrows = often translated “sickness”

ii. v. 5 – peace = literally translated “well-being”

3) Divine Healing Is The Privilege Of All Believers

a. All believers will be healed of sickness in this life or in the life to come

i. James 5:14-16 – Healing in this life

ii. Revelation 21:4 – Healing in the life to come

b. Death (the ultimate result of sickness) will affect every believer in this life

i. One Bible teacher stated it this way, “The death rate is 1 per person”

ii. One Bible scholar stated it this way, “Death entered the world through sin.  Sin’s power has been broken through the cross.  Sin’s result of death (which is ultimately separation from God) is removed when the believer leave this body are receives a new body at death” 
4) There Are Five Biblical Reasons Why Divine Healing Does Not Occur At Times In This Life

a. Luke 5:17-26 – The healing of the paralytic at Capernaum

i. V. 17  There are times when the “power of the Lord” is “present to heal”

ii. This statement indicates that there are times, therefore, when God chooses not to manifest His power to heal

b. John 5:1-9, 19 – The healing of the man after 38 years

i. There are times when healings do not occur simply because the sick person has no real interest in being healed
ii. This particular man’s livelihood and identity was wrapped up in his sickness

c. Mark 6:1-6 – The lack of healings in Nazareth

i. There are times when healing does not occur because of unbelief

ii. The unbelief isn’t in the fact that healing is real but in the fact that Jesus will do it for them

d. James 5:14-16  The attitude of pride

i. There are times when the sick person is to call for the elders of the church and ask them to anoint him/her with oil and pray

ii. There are times when healing does not occur simply because the pride of the person does not allow them to ask for prayer

e. 2 Corinthians 12:7-9 and Hebrews 9:27 – God’s unseen purposes
i. There are times when God’s healing in this life does not occur for His own unseen purposes

ii. It must be remembered that moving from this life to the next (i.e., “death”) is part of God’s will for our lives

5) The Role Of Faith In Divine Healing

a. Faith is not …

i. An emotional state of euphoria

ii. A magic formula used to bind God to His covenant

iii. An ignorance of the facts

b. Faith is simply believing God …

i. Has the power to heal

ii. Has the right to heal

iii. Has the desire to heal

iv. Has a plan for you concerning healing

c. Mark 9:20-29 is a wonderful passage in this regard because of its candid look at faith and unbelief

d. Who’s faith is required for healing to occur?

i. Luke 17:11-19 shows the faith of the one receiving the healing

ii. Luke 7:1-17 shows the faith of others on behalf of the one being healed

iii. Luke 7:12-17 shows no one’s faith on behalf of the one receiving the healing
